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Practice Tests

Practice papers, verbal reasoning and non-verbal reasoning, will be made available to Lincolnshire feeder
primary schools in June. If your son is at a non-Lincolnshire primary school, he will be able to sit the practice
tests at Spalding Grammar School on Thursday 8 July (both practice papers will be taken on the same day). If
you wish to see the format of the tests, Letts or GL Assessment publishes packs, together with a guide for
parents, available from book shops or from online retailers.

For those living in Lincolnshire, Lincolnshire County Council has a duty to make sure
that every child is placed.

The Local Authority will send out offers of places based on the preferences submitted
on your application form. You must decide whether or not to accept the offer of this

place by Monday 21 March 2022.

Grammar schools will write to the parents of those children who are eligible for a place
to confirm the offer of 1 March, or to offer to include your child on a reserve list.

Finally, Spalding Grammar School will be holding an Open Morning after the release of the 11+ results
and before the submission of your parental preference forms. Further information will be available on
